4. The Judge’s and Committee’s decision shall be final on all matters during the event.

5. Any objections are to be handed to the Secretary in writing within half an hour of the event
with a deposit of £20 to be forfeited if the objection is not upheld.

6. The Committee reserve the right to cancel or amend any class, refuse entry or to disqualify

any animal which in their opinion is not fit to compete.

9. Hard hats to meet either PAS015, ASTM F1163, SNELL E200, SN7 3838 1998 are
compulsory at all times when mounted. Body protectors are recommended for show
jumping and are compulsory for XC. Medical armbands are compulsory for XC.

10. All horse and ponies must be at least 4 years old to compete.

11. All dogs must be kept on leads at all times, failure to do so may result in you being asked to

leave the showground.
12. All competitions to be run in accordance with current Riding Club and Mercian Rules.
13. No stop watches or body jewellery to be worn.
14. Hunting dress or Cross Country colours may be worn for both phases.
